Old. Business:

5 Treasurer  We will need to have names of anyone who is interested in this position at the next meeting so we can vote in a new treasurer. In the meantime, I will handle it.
New Business
1. Bulb planting in October: DPW pays $.35 for each bulb. We think this is a lot of $ so I am looking at alternatives. If you have any ideas, please email me. We plan to have Food Emporium, Halstead parking lot entrance, police station (new garden) and Petti John Park planted in late October. Also, Helen is checking to see if the daisy perennial garden on Halstead can be planted as well. Helen called Sam Navarra to see if he will plant bulbs at his site opposite the police station.

2. Bench repair policy. We need to have a bench repair policy. The Town said they would repair damaged benches. However, this has to be done in a professional way. People are paying a lot of money for these benches so they have to keep the integrity of the bench. 

3. Fundraising ’06 & ’07  The premier issue of Vision will have a tear off under the article for the clock. Hopefully, this will bring us funds. We need to start to plan now, for our next Gala or fundraising event. Please bring ideas to the next meeting. 
In addition, we plan to attend a meeting of the Save the Duck Pond Committee. The chairman of this committee, Mr. Robert Porto, called me at the beginning of the summer to see if we could ‘buddy’ up in their endeavors to clean up the duck pond at LMK. Before we commit to this, I would like to attend one of their meetings. I will advise you all of their next date & hopefully, we can all attend.

The Union/Mamaroneck entrance was discussed. Both sides of the street should be cleaned up & possibly planted. I will approach the building owner to see if they would be interested in contributing to our plan. Also, if anyone would be interested in approaching a corporation t sponsor us, feel free to do so. I think once the clocks are up, we should have an easier time seeking funds.

I will see if we can get TV coverage at the parade for the clock’s dedication.
