Harrison Beautification Foundation and Harrison Beautification Committee

April 12, 2007

Meeting called to order at 9:15 AM

Minutes from January 12, 2007 meeting were accepted.

Gateway Signs:  

Barbara gave a brief report on the signs. She is still waiting to speak with Bob Paladino regarding a person he knows who will give us a good price. There was a discussion on the design of the sign. Rose suggested involving the Town Board in this decision; hopefully, it will give us a direction to go in.      

Chris reinforced the need for uniformity throughout the Town. The original wooden signs will remain in their present locations. They were made and donated by a town employee and the Board wishes to keep them. We will design something new, which will be used for all future signs. 

Helen pointed out that we only provided the Board with one sign design. Maybe a choice of style & colors would be a good idea. She will bring drawings for the committee to see.

Denise thinks if the Board has too much to choose from, it will never be agreed on. She thinks it will be a stalling tactic citing that it took over a year to have the wording accepted.

Streetscape:  

Denise mentioned that the streetscape in W. Harrison is targeted for late spring. The triangle at Underhill Ave. & Lake Street should be finished by July 4 and the clock dedication might take place at that time. It is still undecided.

Live music was discussed. Chris mentioned possibly having the HHS jazz band play.  

Rose suggested mentioning ‘limited seating’ in the invite to encourage early responses. She, also, mentioned a membership inclusion with the invite.
